Youth Ticket Policy: Practice Rounds – Youth 16 and under admitted free
with a properly ticketed adult.

$10/day tickets. Youth tickets are available at gate Thursday through Sunday.
Adult tickets are NOT SOLD at the gate Thursday through Sunday.

INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY
FOR SPECTATORS

Observe the leaderboards throughout the golf course 
for “Weather Warning” signs that will appear prior to 
inclement weather moving into the area. When this sign 
appears, spectators are advised to take precautions 
PRIOR to play being suspended. If the siren sounds, 
seek shelter immediately.

AVOID THE FOLLOWING: Open areas, hilltops/high 
places, isolated trees, golf carts, wire fences.  
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DRIVING DIRECTIONS
The TPC at Sawgrass is located west of A1A and south of J. Turner Butler Blvd.
(Hwy 202).  All General Parking is located off of Palm Valley Rd. (CR 210), just
west of A1A.  Parking is free and on the grounds of the golf course.  In the event
of inclement weather, please check the local media, our website or our weather
hotline at 904-280-2411 for parking information.
