INJURED FRED FUNK IS HONORARY CHAIRMAN AT MELWOOD - For the second year in a row
Maryland native Fred Funk is the honorary chairman of the Melwood Prince George's County Open.
“Golf fans in the region should come out and see this Nationwide Tour event because they’re going to see
some great players who will compete on the PGA TOUR in the very near future,” said the University of
Maryland grad and former golf coach. Funk made news last week when he announced he underwent
arthroscopic surgery on his right knee on May 15", Heis expected to be out for five weeks, possibly as
long as three months.

RYUJI IMADA RINGS UP WIN NO. 227 — AT&T Classic victor Ryuji Imada wracked up the 227" PGA
TOUR win by a former Nationwide Tour player on Sunday. Imada played the Nationwide Tour full time in
2000 through 2004. Imada graduated to the PGA TOUR after the 2004 season when he finished third on
the Nationwide Tour money list. The Japan native’s first PGA TOUR title in Atlanta came the same week
as the Nationwide Tour's BMW Charity Pro-Am in South Carolina, site of his last Nationwide Tour victory.
Thirty-four of the top-43 finishers (79%) in the AT&T once played the Nationwide Tour.

23 OF TOP 25 HEADED TO MELWOOD - A strong field will be in Maryland this week. Only leading
money winner Darron Stiles and recent Ft. Smith Classic champion Colt Knost are not entered. Stiles is
off this week after competing in the last five events. Knost returns to his native Texas to play on a
sponsor’s exemption in the Crowne Plaza Invitational at Colonial in Ft. Worth.

THE BMW / A GOOD ONE TO WIN — David Mathis’ first Nationwide Tour win Sunday at the BMW
Charity Pro-Am not only earned him the top prize of $121,500 but the keys to a new BMW X5. The BMW
event is the only tournament on the Nationwide Tour to feature a bonus prize of a brand new automobile.
Mathis, a native of Winston-Salem, NC and resident of Raleigh, NC, had a premonition earlier in the
week. “I just felt like | was going to win. I've gone into weeks where | was playing well enough to win, but
this week felt different.” Of his win he said, “It's everything | imagined.”

MATT WEIBRING ON THE MOVE; ALREADY INSIDE “THE 25" — Georgia Tech grad Matt Weibring
has made the most of his first four starts on the Nationwide Tour this year. The 28-year-old son of five-
time PGA TOUR winner and current Champions Tour member D.A. Weibring finished 85" on last year’'s
Nationwide Tour money list making it difficult for him to secure spots in the early-season events. He
made his first start in late April in the Henrico County (VA) Open, finishing T48, and the next week in the
South Georgia Classic he was T13. Weibring’s good play continued in the Fort Smith Classic and BMW
Charity Pro-Am the last two weeks. Both Sundays the Dallas resident was paired in the last group,
finishing T5 and third, respectively. In his four starts he has earned $79,783, putting him inside THE 25 at
No. 22. Since finishing up at Georgia Tech in 2002, Webring has played 102 Nationwide Tour events,
includin% 77 between 2005 and 2007. He came closest to earning a PGA TOUR card in 2005 when he
was 42" on the final money list.
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“GREAT ONE” WINS BMW CHARITY PRO-AM WITH RANGER FAN AND PARTNER CHRIS NALLEN
— Wayne Gretzky and his Nationwide Tour partner Chris Nallen captured a wire-to-wire win in the
celebrity/amateur portion of last week’s BMW Charity Pro-Am played in Greenville and Spartanburg, SC
and Mill Spring, NC. The pair shot 59-59-60-62 for a 46-under-par 240 total. Nallen, who grew up in the
New York area and now lives in Tucson, AZ where he attended the University of Arizona, remains a
devoted New York Rangers fan. Gretzky collected a new BMW Z4 and $10,000 for the charity of his
choice. Wife Janet-Jones Gretzky won the event twice in the previous three years. Son Ty, 17,
completed the family trio of participants. The BMW Charity Pro-Am had a huge influence on Gretzky's
decision to pursue the new Ford Wayne Gretzky Classic presented by Samsung that will be played June
23-29 near Georgian Bay in Ontario. It will benefit the Wayne Gretzky Foundation.

RICKY BARNES / BACK-TO-BACK TOP 10s — Former University of Arizona All-American Ricky
Barnes shot 66 on Sunday at the BMW Charity Pro-Am to jump from T37 to a T5 finish. With a T-10 the
week before at the Ft. Smith Classic presented by Stephens, Inc., it marked the first time in his
professional career he had back-to-back top 10s. It was Barnes’ fourth top-25 finish in nine starts this
year. The BMW was his 87" Nationwide Tour start dating back to his first one in 2003. Now 25" on the
Nationwide Tour money list, the Stockton, CA native and resident of Scottsdale, AZ entered THE 25
picture in earnest this week. Two years ago, he came the closest he ever has to earning his PGA TOUR
card, only to miss by one spot.

WITTENBERG CONTINUES HIS STEADY FORM — Casey Wittenberg continues his solid play in this
his rookie year on the Nationwide Tour. The 2003 U.S. Amateur runner-up (to Nick Flanagan) from
Memphis finished T14 in the BMW Charity Pro-Am, his seventh top-25 finish of 2008. In 11 starts, he has
only missed one cut. He is currently 18" on the money list.

PLENTY OF “25” MOVEMENT IN SOUTH CAROLINA - Last week was a busy one for movement in
and out of “THE 25”". David Mathis (now 4", Roger Tambellini (10"), Bill Lunde (21%), Matt Weibring
(22", Peter Tomasulo (24™) and Ricky Barnes (25"™) were 34" or higher entering the BMW Charity
Pro-Am. Bryce Molder, J.J. Killeen, Rick Price, Joe Daley, Brendon De Jonge and Kris Blanks,
ranked between 20" and 25" entering the event, all dropped outside THE 25. At season’s end the top-25
money winners will earn PGA TOUR cards for 2009.

BOBBY CLAMPETT IN MELWOOD FIELD - Broadcaster Bobby Clampett is in this week’s field playing
on a sponsor’s exemption. Clampett played one event last year on the Nationwide Tour and two in 2006
but did not make the cut in any of the events. In the 90s, he played in four Tour events and made all four
cuts.

MEDIA OFFICIAL MOVES - Longtime Nationwide Tour media official John Bush will be moving to the
PGA TOUR in a similar capacity, effective in late June. Joining the Nationwide Tour as a media official
will be Mark Williams. Mark is a native of New Zealand and is married to LPGA member Nancy
Scranton. He has a unique background having served as a Rules Official, Tournament Operations
Manager and Communications Director for the PGA Tour of Australasia in the 1990s. More recently he
has traveled with his wife and their three-year old twins on the LPGA, occasionally caddieing for Nancy
and others and contributing to New Zealand Golf Magazine. After a transition period, Mark will share
media official duties with Nationwide Tour veteran Joe Chemycz.

PGA TOUR

Colonial CC, site of this week’s Crowne Plaza Invitational at Colonial, has played host to the
tournament since its inception in 1946. Only one event on TOUR has been around longer and
never moved—the Masters Tournament at Augusta National.

While a Texas native has won the Crowne Plaza Invitational at Colonial 10 times over the years,
the last Texan to win at Colonial was Ben Crenshaw in 1990. More South Africans (Fulton
Allem, David Frost, Rory Sabbatini) have won at Colonial over the last 30 years than Texans.

With his victory last week at the AT&T Classic, Ryuji Imada became the fifth Asian-born player
to win on the PGA TOUR. He joins a list that includes Isao Aoki, T.C. Chen, Shigeki
Maruyama and K.J. Choi.

More on Imada: He might not have been noticed by some, but he entered last week in 18th
place on the FedExCup points list. With the victory, he’s now in third place behind only Tiger
Woods and Phil Mickelson.

One more on Imada: May has truly been a significant month in his golf career with most of his
career highlights occurring during it. Here’s a look:

May 18, 2008 Won the AT&T Classic

May 20, 2007 2nd at AT&T Classic (losing playoff)

May 23, 2004 T4 Henrico County Open (Nationwide Tour)
May 2, 2004 Won the BMW Charity Pro-Am (Nationwide Tour)
May 20, 2001 5th at Henrico County Open (Nationwide Tour)

May 6, 2001 2nd 5t Rex Hospital Open (Nationwide Tour)
May 21, 2000 Won Virginia Beach Open (Nationwide Tour)

There’s been only one multiple winner (Tiger Woods) through the first 22 events of the season.

That's the longest the TOUR has gone without producing two multiple winners since the 2002
season when it took 26 events to produce a second.
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The Senior PGA Championship will be held in Rochester, NY, this week and three local
products enter after strong finishes last week. Jeff Sluman, a winner of the PGA Championship
and a native of Rochester, finished a Champions Tour career-best third last week at the
Regions Charity Classic. He’s joined by fellow New Yorkers Joey Sindelar and Mike Hulbert,
each of whom finished T11 last week.

Champions Tour

While most of the Champions Tour membership will be competing at the Senior PGA
Championship, rookie Fulton Allem will be at Colonial CC in Fort Worth for the Crowne Plaza
Invitational. Allem was the winner in 1993.

Four Champions Tour rookies are having standout seasons. Bernhard Langer leads the money

list with Mark Wiebe (7th), John Cook (8th) and Jeff Sluman (13th) having a chance to finish
at the top by season’s end.

Brad Bryant didn’t win the Regions Charity Classic for the third consecutive year, but he did
continue his amazing iron play at the tournament. Over the past three years, Bryant has hit
84.6% of the Greens In Regulation in the tournament (137 of 162).

Nationwide Tour

Ryuji Imada’s victory last week was the 227th PGA TOUR win by a former Nationwide Tour
player and the 10th this year.

Wayne Gretzky showed his golf skills at last week’s BMW Charity Pro-Am. Hockey’s all-time
leading scorer teamed with hockey fan Chris Nallen to win the Pro-Am portion of the
tournament. His wife, Janet Jones-Gretzky, won the Pro-Am side of the event last year.

Nine of “The 25" hail from outside the U.S. with five players from Australia and one each from
Canada, England, India and Norway.

Fred Funk, although resting following knee surgery last week, is serving as the Honorary

Chairman of this week’s Melwood Prince George’s County Open. Funk is a native of nearby
Takoma Park, MD.

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The Glen Club Course
Hole-by-Hole

HOLE 1: Par 5, 559 yards

The opening hole is one of the longest on the course but can be reached in two by the longer
hitters. The most advantageous play is to hit your tee shot over the left fairway bunker, which
will leave you with a choice to lay up or go for the green. Those going for the green will need
to hit a fairway wood or long iron. If you lay up you want to leave yourself about 85 yards to
the green and avoid the right fairway bunker at 130 yards, this will provide you with the most
level lie. You will only be able to see the top half of the flagstick, as the shot is severely
uphill. Par will be a common score with a good number of birdies.

2007 Scoring Average: 4.82 Rank: 15

HOLE 2: Par 4, 408 yards

The second hole is a slight dogleg to the left and depending on the wind most players will hit a
fairway wood or long iron off the tee to give themselves a full shot into the green. If the hole is
playing downwind players may elect to hit a driver over the left fairway bunker and try to get
within a few yards of the green for what should be an easy up and down. The second shot will
be a short iron and players need to be sure to avoid the right greenside bunker as the green
slopes severely from right to left. Par is an acceptable score here, but birdies should be
abundant.

2007 Scoring Average: 3.96 Rank: 9

HOLE 3: Par 4, 469 yards

The tee shot on the third hole is critical to making a good score. The water off the tee is not in
play, but the players need to contend with the left fairway bunkers as well as the long rough and
bushes to the right. This hole plays slightly uphill and is typically into the wind, which will make it
play even longer. The players that find the fairway will be left with a mid to long iron into the
green. Any misses should be to the right as a large bunker guards the left hand side of the
green. Par is an excellent score here.

2007 Scoring Average: 4.13 Rank: 3

HOLE 4: Par 3, 156 yards

The fourth hole is a short but deceiving par 3. The tee shot is downhill to a green surrounded by
high native grasses. Depending on the wind, players will be hitting anywhere from a short to mid
iron to this undulating green. If the wind is blowing, par is a good score, if it is not, you should
see some close shots and easy birdies.

2007 Scoring Average: 2.88 Rank: 14

HOLE 5: Par 5, 599 yards

The fifth hole can be reached in two by the longer hitters even though the yardage makes it
seem impractical. The hole typically plays downwind and the tee shot is slightly downhill. Tee
shots should favor the left side of the fairway, which will leave the players with the best angle
and shortest yardage to the green. If they choose to go for the green in two, it will be with a long
iron or fairway wood and must carry the lake guarding the front and left side of the green.
Players laying up will play out to the right into a generous landing area and leave themselves
with typically 100 yards to the green. The fifth is another good opportunity to make birdie.

2007 Scoring Average: 4.81 Rank: 16

HOLE 6: Par 4, 480 yards

The sixth hole is the first of a stretch of three long and difficult holes. Into the prevailing wind,
players will need to shape their tee shot from left to right and avoid both the left and right fairway
bunkers that are in the landing zone. Fescue and out of bounds await players that miss left, and
long rough, trees and bushes await a tee shot too far to the right. Tee shots that find the fairway
are left with a mid iron approach into one of the smallest greens on the course, guarded by a
catalpa tree on the left and bunkers on the right. Par is an excellent score on this hole.

2007 Scoring Average: 4.27 Rank: 1

HOLE 7: Par 4, 475 yards

The seventh is another long par 4 in this stretch, but has a much more generous landing area
for the tee shots. Players will be left with a mid to short iron approach shot to one of the largest
greens on the course. It is imperative that shots are hit to the correct area of the green or else
there is a risk of three putting. Par is another good score here and you may see a few birdies.
2007 Scoring Average: 4.05 Rank: 7

HOLE 8: Par 4, 410 yards

The eighth hole tee shot is one of the most dramatic and demanding on the course. A creek and
lake run up the entire left side of the hole. Depending on the wind, players will hit fairway woods
or long irons that must be placed accurately in the landing area. Water and a bunker await them
on the left and trees and fescue on the right. The approach shot will be from 110-150 yards out
with a short iron to a bowl shaped green. A good tee shot will be the difference between birdie
and bogey.

2007 Scoring Average: 4.08 Rank: 6

HOLE 9: Par 3, 217 yards

Although the yardage may suggest this hole to be very difficult, it is predominately downwind
and the green is one of the largest on the course. Players will hit mid irons and need to be very
accurate if they want to make a birdie. Par is a good score on this hole.

2007 Scoring Average: 3.05 Rank: 8
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HOLE 10: Par 4, 333 yards

The tenth hole is short and should see plenty of birdies, as players will be teeing off with long
irons and left with wedges into the green. Players must avoid the right fairway bunker on the tee
shot and the longest hitters may try to go for the green with a driver. A bogey or even possibly a
par here will lose shots to the field.

2007 Scoring Average: 3.92 Rank: 11

HOLE 11: Par 3, 218 yards

The eleventh hole is probably the most difficult par 3 on the course. It will play into the prevailing
wind and the only bailout area is to the right, but an up and down from there is no guarantee.
Players will be hitting long irons and must contend with a lake and deep bunkers that border the
entire left side. If players find the green, they are still not going to walk away with an easy par as
the green is tiered from right to left and it is important to be on the correct tier to make a run at
birdie or have a good chance at par. A 3 on this hole is an excellent score.

2007 Scoring Average: 3.22 Rank: 2

HOLE 12: Par 4, 421 yards

The twelfth hole is a slight dogleg left and players will want to avoid the right fairway bunkers.
Players will tee off with drivers or fairway woods and are looking to land the ball on the
downslope in the fairway just past the bunkers; this will leave them with a short iron or wedge
into a large and relatively flat green. If the hole is up front, the players will need to make sure
they don't end up short in the front bunkers. Pars and birdies will be the common score here.
2007 Scoring Average: 4.06 Rank: 6

HOLE 13: Par 4, 369 yards

On the thirteenth hole players will be hitting long irons or fairway woods to get themselves to a
distance they are comfortable with for a short iron or wedge approach to the green. The best
line off the tee will be over the right fairway bunker. There is a pond guarding the right side of
the green, but this should not be in play with players hitting short irons or wedges for the second
shot. The green is deep and narrow, but birdies should be in abundance here.

2007 Scoring Average: 3.90 Rank: 13

HOLE 14: Par 5, 525 yards

As it is one of the highest points on the course, views from this elevated tee are quite
extensive. This short dogleg left par 5 is the only hole on the course where the green is
tucked away in the stand of mature trees. Players will take a tee shot line between the two
bunkers, which is an ideal spot to go for the green in two. Players electing to lay up will have
to stay right of the bunker located 70 yards short of the green.

HOLE 15: Par 4, 380 yards

The last of the short par 4's on the back nine. Some players will elect to tee off with a long iron
and place their tee shot between the fairway bunkers, but the long hitters may elect to hit driver
if it is downwind. Tee shots must avoid the fairway bunkers and the large tree just past the
bunkers on the right. The approach shots will be with short irons or wedges into the green.
Again, birdies should be a common score here.

2007 Scoring Average: 3.92 Rank: 12

HOLE 16: Par 4, 451 yards

The wind will be a large factor in where players will elect to hit their tee shot. If the hole is
playing into the wind, tee shots will be played at the turn in the fairway just left of the fairway
bunker. If there isn't any wind or playing downwind, players will try to take the tee shot over the
tree and fairway bunker to cut off some extra yardage. Approach shots will vary from a mid to
short iron to an elevated green guarded by a series of bunkers on the right. Any shots missing
short of the green will roll back into a collection area-making par a difficult score. The green is
also two-tiered from front to back requiring those looking to make a birdie to be very accurate
with their approach shot.

2007 Scoring Average: 4.11 Rank: 4

HOLE 17: Par 3, 204 yards

The seventeenth hole is a sister par 3 to the eleventh hole as water guards the entire left side
and the bailout is to the right. This hole plays downhill and predominately downwind so players
will most likely be hitting middle irons. The green is large and very undulating with three distinct
areas, lower left, upper right and back. Players looking to make birdie must be on the correct tier
and those finding the wrong tier must be deft with the putter to make par. Missing the green to
the right will force the players to be very creative to get up and down. Par here will be a good
score and you may see a few birdies.

2007 Scoring Average: 2.95 Rank: 10

HOLE 18: Par 5, 589 yards

The eighteenth is a long par 5 that can be reached in two by the long hitters. The tee shot is
elevated to a wide fairway and players will be looking to catch the downslope just past the right
fairway bunker. Those laying up will need to contend with a fairway bunker and pond on the
right and a fairway that gets narrower the closer you get to the hole. Players will lay up to a
yardage that is comfortable to them and be left with a short iron or wedge into a green guarded
on the front and right by a pond and bunkers and on the left by another bunker. Players going
for the green in two will be hitting a long iron or fairway wood over a pond and bunkers to a
shallow green - this is a very risky shot but can also be very rewarding with a birdie or possibly
an eagle. You will see many pars and birdies, but those risking it all can make a costly high
score here.
